Victor Hiking Trails, Inc., in part-
nership with the Town of Victor 
Parks and Recreation, is sponsor-
ing a contest to design and paint a 
large mural on the Auburn Trail in 
Fishers, New York. 
 
The NYS Thruway Authority re-
cently repaired the Thruway bridge 
that spans the Auburn Trail. Lo-
cated between Main Street Fishers 
and Fishers Road, the overpass 

has a “canvas” approximately 128 
feet long and 10 feet high on each 
side of the trail. Our desire is to 
invite the entire community to sub-
mit ideas and sketches for the mu-
ral. Everyone is invited to hike to 
the bridge to get a true under-
standing of the scale of the mural. 
The picture below gives an idea of 
the size of the bridge. The general 
theme is “the history of Victor”, but

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Another Eagle 
Congratulations to Matt Spitzer of Troop 60 in Victor for 
completing all the requirements for the rank of Eagle. 
Matt’s Court of Honor was held on June 10th. His Eagle 
project was to build a stairway on the Auburn and Se-
neca Trails near the corner of Maple Avenue and Dryer 
Road. This had been a troublesome steep, narrow path 
along Great Brook. Because of the clay treadway, it 
would become extremely slippery when it rained.  
Matt used the trails to train for his cross country running 
races at Victor High School, so Matt knew that he could 
improve the trail and help the community with a safe so-
lution.  
Working with Chauncy Young, Matt designed the stair-
way, created a material list, got prices, raised the funds, 
ordered the material and coordinated the construction of 
the stairway. 
Matt and Troop 60 can be proud of their accomplish-
ment. 
Currently, there are two more Eagle projects in the 
works. One is in Fishers Park. The other is at Monkey 
Run. Matt Spitzer and the new stairway. 

Tree Identification 
New tree identification signs have been in-
stalled on the blue and yellow trails on the 
Domine Builders Supply property in Fishers. 
The new signs have colored pictures of the tree 
and text to give some facts about the tree. 
The signs are part of a $5000 grant from the 
American Hiking Society.  
The trails can be accessed from both the Au-
burn Trail and the Lehigh Trail. 
VHT plans to place more of these signs along 
additional trails in Victor. Look for them soon.
